More than 20 energy au-
dits have been conducted
in a target neighborhood
near downtown Park
Rapids as a first step toward
becoming “green.”

A home energy audit is
the first step to assess how
much energy a home con-
sumes and to evaluate what

measures homeowners can
take to make their home
more energy efficient.

Greg Ernst, of GA Ernst &
Associates, Inc. will speak
about “Why Every Home
Needs an Energy Audit” at
the Green Park Rapids En-
ergy Fair Saturday, Feb. 28
at St. Peter the Apostle
Catholic Church in Park
Rapids.

He has been working
with the Green Park Rapids
group and performing en-
ergy audits within a pilot
neighborhood near down-
town. He founded the busi-
ness in 1987 and has
provided audit services to
more than 16,000 residen-
tial homeowners and 2,000
commercial/industrial/

multi-family customers.
Ernst’s energy audits in-

clude a blower door test,
which depressurizes the
house to measure air leak-
age. The tool tells him how
leaky the house is so he
knows what size hole to be
looking for.

Air typically enters a
home in the basement and
is released through the
attic. The first area to work
on is closing up the attic
holes. Heat rises and if it
can’t escape, the house
won’t lose as much heat.

An infrared camera is
used to see where air is
coming into and leaving the
house. It measures radiant
heat so Ernst is able to see
where cold spots are

throughout a house.
An audit will show the

homeowner problems that
may, when corrected, save
significant amounts of
money over time. Audits
also determine the effi-
ciency of a home’s heating
and cooling systems. An
audit may also show ways
to conserve hot water and
electricity.

To learn more about
what a residential energy
audit entails and why it is
an important tool to help
conserve energy and save
money on monthly utility
bills, listen to Ernst from
noon-12:30 p.m. and 2:40-
